	Abstract: The purpose of this project was to examine students’ perceptions of the effects of different substances, such as vapes, marijuana, and alcohol, on academic performance. Substance abuse among the youth has become prevalent in recent years; therefore, it is vital to analyze the effects of using such substances at a young age. For the experiment, a survey was constructed on Google Forms and was specifically designed to ask participants about their perceptions of their peer’s substance use and performance. The questionnaire was given to interested high school students between the ages of 13 and 19. The results of all experimental variables demonstrated that vape, marijuana, and alcohol users are perceived to earn lower grades in school. However, there were also indications of substance users earning higher grades, especially among alcohol-drinking students. Furthermore, in a general sense, the data illustrated a link between substance use and student performance in school. The results help adolescents and adults understand the potential consequences of using vapes, marijuana, and alcohol and may influence future decisions regarding substance use. 
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
